Reminders

Annual Reports
We plan to send our reports out in the week beginning 15th July. This is a substantial job and is likely to take all week

to achieve. The reports will only be placed on Sims Parentlite for you to access. If you have not yet downloaded the
app, please do so. Invites will be sent again today for you to accept. We have attached a guide for your information.
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This is a useful app to download, as you will not only be able to access your child’s reports and data, but also see their
attendance, update their details and also receive messages without cost to the school that text messages raise.

We ask that you download this app now, and not on the week of the 15th July, as the office will already be managing
the massive task of uploading 880+ reports, attendance certificates and assessment information, and will not be able
to help with any issues. Please note there could be a delay in sending Year 6 if we do not receive the data from the
National Tests by this date.

Eid-al-Adha
